     What's her goal? It's to 
form groups of believers in 
10 communities; she's 
already established a 
presence in 7 of those. In our 
afternoon with her, we got a 
chance to visit four of those 
communities, all the while 
hearing Miriam speak of the 
villages still to be reached. 

     It was impossible not to 
respond to Miriam's faith. 
Since that afternoon, we've 
taken time to consider the 
vision that God would have 
us communicate during our 
upcoming time of itineration.  
     What was the result? We 
believe that God has given us 
the vision of the Yucatán 

peninsula full of churches 
diverse in class, status, 
education, and language, but 
united in their love for the 
Lord and each other.
